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Exhibition Opportunities at Nevill Hall Hospital, Abergavenny

We are looking for artwork to show in our exhibition area in Main Outpatients at Nevill Hall from individuals or groups of artists. 





Gwent Arts in Health (Garth) encourage local artists and those who make work about the area to exhibit. All forms of visual arts including photography, illustration, poetry, textiles and montage are welcome.





There is also an opportunity for Schools, Community Groups and other organisations to show material in our display cabinets.





In Main Outpatients we have a hanging system that allows us to show up to 17 pieces of framed work. The system supports work on high tensile nylon cable hooks. The space has security cameras and a steady flow of people throughout the day. 





Our 6 display cabinets are approx 240x120cm (landscape) with a blue pin board surface that also works with Velcro fastening on light framed work. 





We also have a number of basic A3 frames (but not mounts) that can be loaned for use in an exhibition in Main Outpatients.





We generally show work for a minimum of 6 weeks in Main Outpatients, and for either a half-term or term in the display cabinets. 





We provide publicity internally about the exhibitions in Main Outpatients and are happy to advertise contact details and websites for artists, but we are not in a position to offer gallery services such as direct sales. Artists are welcome to provide and distribute their own publicity.
